	Legislative Update

	 Hose and senate currently reviewing two bills that would deny payment for hospital-acquired infection.  

National Healthcare Safety Network (NHSN) is collaborating with Premier to validate Central Line Associated Blood Stream Infections (CLABSI) data.

New Jersey Department of Health and Senior Services (NJDHSS) is supposed to be hiring individuals that will be coming to validate the reported hospital-acquired infection (HAI) data
.

HAI Technical Taskforce  will meet on  Februart 5, 2010 with representation from NNJ/ SNJ APIC, infectious disease  physicians, and  NJDHSS.  NJDHSS is developing a four part plan on HAI to submit to the Department of Health and Human Service (DHHS) which will result in continued funding for the state.  The 4 components of the plan include: 1) continue to work with the CDC to provide continued education to hospitals 2) Need to amend legislation to collect patient identifiers to assess data quality 3) Validation methodology (have  National APIC members train NJDHSS on NHSN criteria) 4) NJDHSS work closely with NJHA to identify funding for further collaboration.
Cory Robertson  will hold conference call on February 2, 2010 with NNJ/SNJ APIC leadership to discuss  transition in  protocol for the MDRO module.  The plan for reporting “in protocol”  for data entered into the MDRO module includes:

(1) Completing Monthly Plans for MDRO (and Active Surveillance Testing) data, as they do for other required data

(2) Report MDRO Summary Data hospital-wide to give overall denominator data of patient days and admissions in addition to continuing to report BY UNIT the denominator data and AST compliance data for where AST is being done

(3) Report ALL MRSA LabID blood hospital-wide (community-onset and hospital-onset), not just hospital-onset on the unit where AST is being performed;  NHSN has a training group and has offered to provide a webcast for NJ that would be specific to train on exactly what they would need to be reporting on moving forward.
