	Legislative Update

	CMS Update: 
CMS has started looking at reducing health care acquired infections in hospitals.  In NJ they have put together an advisory committee with individuals that are key.  These key groups/individuals include members of Northern and Southern APIC, NJDHSS, NJ Department of HealthCare Quality Professionals, NJ Department of Healthcare Pharmacy, faculty from Ernest Mario School of Pharmacy, and the NJ Hospital Association.  These groups met for 2 hours with a goal of working together without duplicating things.  Four subcommitees were developed to cover the following topics: MDRO, SSI, CLABSI, and CAUTI.  This is volunteer committee.  There are 4 APIC members on each committee.  They are currently recruiting physicians to be on these committees.  This advisory will meet every other month to assess how things are going.  Their goals are to solve the following questions: How are we going to this?  What tools do we need?  What resources are needed?  Set-up a timeline to accomplish all of this.  All hospital CEOs and Performance Improvement Directors should have received a letter from Healthcare Quality Strategies, Inc. (HQSI) regarding the project throughout the state. It should be signed if the hospital is interested in participating.  The agreements need to be signed by a board member, CEO, and the Infection Preventionist.  The forms are due back by the end of September.  HQSI sent a template for conferring rights for NHSN to allow them access to your data.  HQSI is asking for 2011 data to look at as a baseline.  They are also asking about other units than ICUs even though not reportable in NJ, for a baseline.  

On September 21, 2011 they are hosting a launch of the project it will be a 1 hour webex targeted at acute care hospitals.  

Under IPPS in order to get Medicare money in 2011 CLABSI had to be reported via. NHSN, in 2012 abdominal hysterectomy & colorectal surgery SSIs and CAUTI ICUs adult and pediatrics need to be reported via. NHSN, and C. diff 2013 (possibly in the latter of 2012).  For outpatient as of November 1, 2011 they are   proposing CAUTI as a measure for value based purchasing.  This means that if a patient is discharged from inpatient and go to their physician for follow-up and they have a UTI it may affect the hospital.  Clarification is still needed- more to come in the future.  On that note, NQF has endorsed CAUTI as a reportable for outpatients so there is a good chance that this will be passed.
HACs are based on coding which is what appears on Hospital Compare.
